A. Illustration: Ever think that some things are really beyond our comprehension? Read e-mail of 

“a billion” 
B. Read: “Wife Charged with killing Tennesee Minister” (March 25, 2006)

1. Conclusion: We are in a war!
C. Jesus was born in warfare, lived in warfare, and died in warfare.

1. Mt. 2:16 --  Herod put to death male children in Bethlehem
2. Mt. 4:1-11, Jesus battling with the devil in the wilderness.

a) devil could not make Jesus jump from the pinnacle of the temple, or push him 
off. Jesus overcame the enemy, by using the Word and by just standing... we 
can overcome as well.

3. Mt. 26:36ff -- Jesus battles in the Garden of Gethsemane
4. Wilderness and Gethsemane were times when the devil stood face to face with 

Jesus to test and tempt him.
a) IN between these two things, the enemy came at him much more subtle... 

through people’s mouths.
b) In first Gulf War, more soldiers were wounded by “friendly-fire” than by the 

hands of Iraqi soldiers.
(1) Rarely do we feel are see the spirits that attack us, and though we do 

not fight flesh and blood, the enemy had no qualms about using “flesh 
and blood” as pawns, playing on their insecurities, and selfishness to 
attack, discourage, or hinder others.

D. We read of spiritual battle in Eph. 6:10-12
1. Jesus made a distinction between the spirit, and those used by the enemy.

a) Peter could not and cut off the ear of the servant. Jesus put it back on and 
blessed when attacked, healed when come against and demonstrated 
forgiveness, mercy, and patience towards the people involved, yet 
destroyed the enemy by letting them nail Him to the cross for us. He loved 
those the enemy used against Him.

2. How can we do this?
a) Jesus won the battle, but he was not rebuking the devil in the Garden.

E. We can look at Eph. 6:10 and see FINALLY.
1. We need to see that finally means that he has  been leading up to something.
2. FINALLY = loipon, it remains, henceforth... in light of
